RULES AND REGULATIONS 
INTRODUCTION

THE OBJECTIVE OF ALL RULES AND REGULATIONS IS THE SAFETY AND COMFORT OF ALL RESIDENTS AND THE PRESERVATION OF PROPERTY VALUES. 

These Rules and Regulations are being distributed to all residents and absentee Homeowners for the express purpose of aiding your understanding of The Bungalows Community Association Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions (CC&Rs): Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws; and Rules and Regulations (collectively referred to as “(“Governing Documents”).

You will be living on property owned and run by a corporation.  You own the unit described on the recorded Planned Unit Development and a portion of the Common Area (park, lawns, sidewalks, driveways, etc.) as a tenant in common.  Each unit has a vote, which can be exercised at the Annual Meeting of Members.  Elected Board Members are required to fairly represent your interests in all day-to-day and month-to-month matters, as well as any special or emergency situations.

The Board of Directors (“Board”) of the Bungalows Community Association, a nonprofit mutual benefit corporation (“Association”), is empowered to establish Rules and Regulations to implement the provisions of the Governing Documents, but to set out important points of those documents as well as Rules and Regulations based on the Governing Documents that have been adopted in the past.

These Rules and Regulations are for the safety of all residents, to make living more comfortable for everyone within our community, and to help protect all Homeowners’ property values.  Please treat the Common Area with the same pride of ownership and care that you and your family give your home.  If you have leased your home, please monitor your tenant(s) use of the Common Area just as you do their use of your home.

Treat your neighbors and their property as you want them to treat you and your property.

Owners are responsible for making their tenants aware of these Rules and Regulations and will also be held financially accountable to the Association for the actions of their tenants, “tenants” family-members, guest or invites.  It is very important that you understand these Rules and Regulations and keep them in an accessible place for easy reference.  Please familiarize all tenants, guests, and relatives to the general rules governing their use of the facilities in our community

If there are conflicts or inconsistencies between these Rules & Regulations and the Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws, or the CC&Rs shall prevail.

All of the Rules and Regulations herein may be changed, deleted, or added to any time by the Board of Directors with due notice 
UNIT RULES AND REGULATIONS
All residents are entitled to peaceful use of their unit, their restricted common areas, and all common areas.

1. No unit shall be occupied or used for any purpose or in any manner which would cause the property to be uninsurable against loss by fire or perils of extended coverage under The Association master insurance policy or any standard fire or homeowner’s insurance policy.

2. No illegal, obnoxious, or offensive activates shall be carried on within any unit, restricted common area, or common area, nor shall anything be done therein or thereon which would be an annoyance or nuisance to other residents. No unit shall be used in such a manner as to cause unreasonable noise, nuisance, or illegal activity.  Unreasonable noise and nuisance include, but are not limited to, loud radios, televisions, stereos, parties, vehicle horns, security alarms, barking dogs, motor vehicles, or power tools, which emanate from a unit or from activities within the common area or restricted common area at any hour which would unreasonably disturb any other owner’s or resident’s enjoyment of his unit or the common area.

3. Nothing shall be done in or to any unit or the common area or restricted common area which will structurally change or damage any building.

4. In order to ensure adequate aesthetic controls and to maintain the general attractive appearance of the community, no owner, resident or less shall, at his expense or otherwise, construct walls, fences, or make any alterations, additions, or modifications to any part or portion of the common areas, or place or maintain any objects on or about the exterior of any building within the community except as authorized by The Association.  (A Request for Architectural Approval form is attached hereto.)
5. Only curtains, drapes and shades may be installed as window coverings.  No window shall be covered by paint, foil, sheets, or similar items.

6. Security bars on the outside of windows are prohibited.

7. Pursuant to current Federal Communications Commission (FCC) Regulations; Owners are allowed to install satellite dishes up to one meter (approximately 39”) in size anywhere within their own units, as well as anywhere in their exclusive use common area, so long as they do not attach the satellite dish physically to common area walls, roofs, fences, etc.

In regard to placement of satellite dishes within units or exclusive use common areas, the Association is allowed to require some sort of camouflage on the dishes.
PARKING REGULATIONS:

Vehicles parked in violation of any of the rules set forth herein may be towed at the vehicle owner’s expense.

Each Homeowner must observe the following: only two vehicles per unit. All Homeowners and residents must use their garages for parking of their vehicles.  No overnight parking is permitted on Association property (courtyards and streets).

The Board of Directors or their designated agent will have the authority to tow away any vehicle at the vehicle owner’s expense that is parked illegally and in violation of these rules.  The Board of Directors may require proof of registration for vehicles parked on Association property.

All Homeowner’s vehicles are to be registered with the Association for identification purposes.

GUEST PARKING:

Overnight parking for guests must be reported to the Management Company and is limited to three nights per month.  A permit must be obtained from the Management Company and must be on display in the vehicle in accordance with the permit instructions.  Guests may park only on the streets, not on the courtyards.  No overnight parking on the streets unless a green permit is visible for guest(s).  There is no parking between the hours of 2:00 a.m. to 6: 00 a.m. without a green permit.  If your guest does not have a permit, the vehicle will be subject to tow.

STREET SWEEPING/REFUSE COLLECTION:

All vehicles must be off the street every Tuesday to accommodate refuse collection.  If there is a holiday on Monday or Tuesday refuse collection will occur on Wednesday.  The trucks cannot and will not pick up containers left close to vehicles.  There is no parking on the street between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. on trash day.

Please remember on the days specified above, it is necessary for all vehicles to be absent from the street both for the street sweeper and the refuse collector.  The refuse collector is unable to perform their contracted service if there are cars parked in a manner that would impede their work.

GENERAL VEHICLE RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1. Parking is not permitted on the courtyards, in designated fire lanes, nor on any lawn area.
2. Vehicles parked on the street must be parked the same direction as traffic (the right side of the street) and may not block any portion of a driveway.

3. A vehicle parked on any street or parking space within the Association for a duration exceeding 96 hours shall and will be towed at the owner’s expense (Municipal Code Section 10.32.30).

4. No homeowner shall store or keep any prohibited (or unauthorized) vehicle as defined in the CC&Rs – Article X, Section 5 (b) on Association property.

5. Any vehicle not authorized by the State of California for operation on the public highways is not permitted to operate on Association property.

6. Inoperable vehicles are not permitted on Association property.  This includes vehicles without current registration.  Inoperable vehicles will be towed at the vehicle owner’s expense 96 hours after being tagged. (California Vehicle Code Section 22658(2).

7. Conducting major repair of any motor vehicles on the street is absolutely prohibited.  Except for emergency repair, no vehicle repairs are allowed on Association property.  

8. Each owner is responsible for the clean-up of his or her own spillage of motor oil, coolant, or other motor vehicle fluids on Association property.

9. Vehicle alarms and audible vehicle alarm actuation signals left sounding for more than a five-minute period more than once a week will subject the vehicle to be towed away at the vehicle’s owner’s expense.  Any expenses incurred by the Association to quiet the alarm will be billed to the owner of the unit.

10. Sounding of vehicle horns shall not be permitted within the courtyards unless expressly for safety reasons.

11. The speed limit is 15 MPH through the complex.  Homeowners or guests exceeding this limit will be reported to the police department.

12. All stop and safety signs must be observed at all times.

13. All motorized vehicles shall be operated in a quiet and safe manner.  Racing or revving of engines is specifically prohibited.

14. Moving vans and delivery or commercial trucks must park on the street – courtyards are not made to withstand the weight and such vehicles obstruct ingress and egress for other homes.

15. Each Homeowner is obligated to see that renters or lessee and new Homeowners receive a copy of the Bungalows Parking Regulations. 

Requests for exceptions to the above must be provided, in writing, to the Board of Directors and will not be valid until verified in writing by the Board of Directors.  The Board will review the request and provide a written response within 30 days. 
COMMON AREA RULES AND REGULATIONS

Use of the common area is subject to the following restrictions:

1. Each Homeowner is responsible for any and all damage to any part of the common area caused by any member of his/her family, tenant, guest, invitees, or pets.

2. Homeowners are permitted to display one sign of reasonable size advertising that a particular home is for sale or lease.  The sign may either be placed in a window or at the entrance of the unit in the planter area. 

3. All garden hoses must be rolled up after use and placed where they do not interfere with pedestrian traffic.

4. Discharge of firearms or fireworks is strictly prohibited within the community.

5. Holiday lights and decorations must not be installed on the exterior of a home prior to Thanksgiving and must be removed by January 15th.

6. For safety and liability reasons, climbing in trees, on fences, gates or walls is not permitted.

7. Damage to trees, lawns sprinkler systems and/or any Association property is prohibited in the common area and the cost of repairs will be assessed to the responsible party/owner.

8. Bicycles, tricycles, skates, skateboards, and roller blades are prohibited on lawns and landscaped areas.

9. Removal or planting of trees, flowers, grass, shrubs, etc. in the common area is not permitted. 
10. All garage, trash, and rubbish must be properly deposited in City of Claremont trash containers maintained by each Homeowner in appropriate areas screened from view.  Such containers may be exposed to the view of neighboring lots only when set out for a reasonable period of time (not to exceed 12 hours before and after scheduled trash collections).

11. Any problems with the irrigation systems, light systems, or the like must be reported to the Management Company.  Adjustment by any Homeowner or resident is prohibited.

PET RULES AND REGULATIONS:

Each owner or resident of The Bungalows Community Association who owns a pet of any kind is subject to these regulations.  Any non-compliance of the rules is subject to monetary penalties and/or civil action.

1. A maximum of three dogs or cats (four months and older) are allowed per household.

2. All pets required to be licensed must be so by the appropriate local authority and must be vaccinated against rabies and all transmissible diseases.  Proof of compliance of such licensing and vaccination shall be submitted to the Board of Directors upon request.
3. Owners are strictly prohibited from allowing their dog(s) to roam freely in the common area.  Pursuant to the City’s leash law, a dog must be on a leash and accompanied by an able-bodied person when off the owner’s property.

4. The immediate pickup and proper disposal of solid pet waste is the absolute responsibility of the pet owner.

5. Under no circumstance may any occupant keep or tether any pet (dogs, cats, or other animal) in the common area.

6. The owner of any pet which is brought or permitted to be upon any part of the common area by an owner, resident, members of his/her family, guests or invitees shall be liable, to the extent of the law, to each and all other owners, residents, their families, guests, and invitees and the Association for any damage to person and/or property caused by such pet.

7. Barking dogs may be reported to the City of Claremont Animal Control (909) 623-9777.  An animal control officer will discuss the problem with the pet owner.  The owner will also receive a violation notice from the Association.

8. Continued barking problems will result in monetary fines to the pet owner, and a formal written complaint will be sent to the City of Claremont Animal Control.

9. The Association shall have the right to prohibit the maintenance of any animal which constitutes, in the opinion of the Board of Directors, a nuisance to any other Homeowner. 
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
